Today drive along the old caravan trail south and stop in Midelt - a market town and 

former French administrative post in central Morocco. Set high in the plains between 

the Middle and High Atlas mountain ranges, you will enjoy beautiful scenery. Then 

continue along the palm-fringed Ziz Valley which is famous for its date cultivation to 

the Tafilalt oasis on the edge of the Sahara Desert. Your final stop is Erfoud, a 

popular destination for filmmakers because of the dramatic views of the Sahara 

Desert.

Day 6: OUARZAZATE - MARRAKESH 

After an orientation tour of Ouarzazate, travel via Ait Ben Haddou and the Tizi-n-

Tichka Pass through the High Atlas Mountains to Marrakesh which is known as the 

"Red City". Like many other cities in Morocco it is a former imperial city comprising 

of both an old fortified city - the médina, and an adjacent modern city. It has the 

largest traditional market known as a ‘souk’ in Morocco and also one of the busiest 

squares in the world. By night food stalls open in the square turning it into a huge 

busy open-air restaurant!

Day 7: MARRAKESH SIGHTSEEING AND AT LEISURE
